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Wyatt Earp Comes to 
the Narrow Gauge 
The Cumbres & Toltec 
Scenic Railroad has been 
the location for many 
Hollywood ft.lms since 
1970.

The narrow gauge has appcllrcd in such.films 
as "Sltootoul, ., starring Gregory1 Peck; "Bile 
lite Bullet, "with Gene Hackman and Camltce 
Bergen, and ''Indiana Jones and the lost 
Cro.vade," starring 1/arnscm Ford and Sean 
Connery. The Chama area ha.r alsd been/ea. 
wred in many commercial.1. and the BBC i~ 
eluded the C&. TS for a ,'iequenr;e in "The 
HIJ·tory of Engh,h." (Fur more about film 
making along Jhe railroad. see rhe CJ,ama 
Valin• Tnnltrfor summer /991, Margt,ret 
Palmer, 1'.0. Box 666, Chama, NM 87SW, 
and Dor;.o; 0.tti'nw,ld'.f ft~el ta Tn/1.E.C}.

he saga of '·Wyatt Earp" began in 
February 1993. when Kelly Consadey 
or the New Mexico Film Commission 
catled lo tell me Lhat she: was ,vorking 

with a sroup who wanted to film a western on 
the ntilroad and would l be avaibblc to visiL 
with them the (ollowing week. After meeting 
with lhc film company personnel. including 
the production manager, Joe.at ion rnanager. an 
director, and producer. I learned that they were 
interested in filming a gunfight sequence on 
the railroad, were very impt-es$ed with whal 
they saw here, and that they would be in touch, 
After dealing with movie companie$ over the 
pas1 several yem, I've transl a Led lhal com• 
monly heard statemc.nt to ''Don't call us, w.:'11 
call you." 

A cc:,upJe of weeks later, Kelly again called, 
saying that she \\laS bringing lhe ''Wyntt Earp" 
gang buck to Chama, :md the director, 
Lawrence KaS<tan (writer o(two of the ''Star 
Wars'' films and director of '·Sjlvcrado") was 
going 10 be aJong. Jlmmm, sounds s lightly 
more promising. The Earp clan arrived in 
Chama on a lovely April aftemoon-<tbout 35 
degrees and mud up to your knees. Mr. 
Kasdan climbed on top or a caboose next 10 
the depot, looked north &t the coal tipple and

Over the next lhrce mcJn!.hs, there was a 
sieady stream of phone calls back and forth 
between lhe production office in Santa Fe and 
my oflice setting the fees for the shoot, where 
they wanted to film, wh,1t times, and the best 
lime of the ::;eason 10 shoot (a first ­
Hollywood asking us when they should do 
something), We dt'<'ided that the pre-Labor 
Day sf ump in fate August was the best time for 
them co descend on Chama. 

The cons1ruction crew showed up in town 
the fitst of August and set up camp in the tin ..

Earp. It would star Kevin Cosmer and Dennis 
Quaid. Costner's own production com1,any, 
bankrolled by Warner Bro!>., was in charge of

·rhcrc were cosmetic changes to C&TS 
motive power. Locomotive 487 was dressed as

ginc: 497 became "no. 58," al~o from the 
Atlantic & Pacific. In addition ro a new paint 
job, 497 was decked ou1 in a fake oil hcadligho 
and diamond stack. The equipment was let­
tered ''Atlantic & Pacific" or "A&P." ln addi­
tion, several boxcarS and the short reefer were 
lettered either '1A&P" or "CPRR." 

The Wyau E.a.rp Movie Train was dead· 
headed cast to Antonito on Saturday, August 
21. "Exira 497 showing no. S8 ens<" left 
Chama at 7: 1 S 1:1.m. witl1 seven cars and meL 
rrain no. J, the daily passe.nger train from 
Antonito, with engine:: 484 .it Big Horn. 
Arrival in An1onito was about 12:30 p.m. The 
crew went back to work al 5:00 p.m. and shot 
some second unil background scenes until 
dark. 

On Sunday, Augu:,1 22. the crew was called 
ai 10:30 a.m, and proce.eded to back out to the 
movie set at MP283, where we spent the day 
shooting a scene showing the Earp Clan leav• 
ing on 1he train from ''Contention. Arizona" 
Yours truly and his wile, Carmen, had brief 
pans as extrns in this scene. The crew tied up 
al dark and we all went home about 9:00 p.m. 
Originally, there were two days scheduled for 
fi lming in Antonito; however, they managc.d 
to get everything. done in one afternoon {an• 
other Holl)svood first). So, the next day the 
train was deadheaded back to Chama ror nif;ht 
filming in chc Chama yards. 
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.. Extra 497 showing no. 58 wcstt' left 
Antonito at about 8:00 the morning of 
Monday, AugUSt 23; met passenger train no. 2 
from Chama with engine 484 at Los Pi nos sid­
ing; and anivod in Chama at 2:50 p.m. Tho 
movie train crew was called fo r 7;00 1hat 
evening. For the next five night! our crew 
wo,-ked from 7:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. on the 
shoot. The first few days were the toughest. 
getting your poor body used to sleeping all 
dtly and WQrking all night. Just about the lime 
we v.-ere getting u.~ed to this work•all•night 
program. the shoor was over and it \Vas back to 
•'normal life.'' 

The scene: in the Chama yards induded 497 
with the same trdin that it had over in Antonito 
facing south (timetable direction west) 011 the 
mainline, with engine 487 facing north on 
1rack no 4. During the scene 487 with three 
boxcars depart.Ii nonh out of the yo.rd over tlH~ 
ready track (mis is the track usually used for 
car repair when the Friends arc in town), As an 
added treat engine 492 was drt'SS.Cd in an o ld 
headlight and diamond stack and placed on 
track no 3 wlth three boxcars behind 

The $cennrio of thC': sequence shot in 
Chama consists of the train with the Earp Clan 
arriving in "Tucson. Arizona.•· Wyatt, antici­
pating an ambush, get,; off lhe train. He gets 
the drop on one of the bad guys and guns him 
down The tmin then leaves to,.,·n headed v.-est. 
Of course, this is an O\ler-simplific.atio11. The 
scene was shot from probobly a dozen camera 
angles. On some shotS two cameras were used: 
one a wide:·an.gle view, the other a close,up 
angle. Because a11 of this w.a..,; don~ at night, 
extra lighting was used. Two cmnes, 50 co 70 
feet high, were brought in with giant nood­
lights on them. One was placed about I 00 feet 
south of the depot, the other just north of the 
coal tipple. 

During lhe first rew nights. I wondered 
why the location was hosed down wi1h water 
before shooting. The director responded, "i11 
case it rains." After seeing the befuddled lool 
on my face, he added: "lf it roin,s, all of this is 
going. to get wet It's a whole loL easier to

The rain didn't slow the mO\ ie 
folks dow1r-they brought out big tarp.s alld 
frJmes to make 1en1s over the e.amcrl gear and 
keep 1hc big name persons dry. (Of course. I 
had to ~ near the director to make ~ure all the 
train movements went rig.ht, and that meant I 
was one Qfthc lucky persons who kept dry. 
Well, it sounds like a good story.)
